Water Drops Partnership is run by 

Ronnie and Maggie Briggs. They 

worked as Mission Partners with CMS Ireland in the Diocese of Kajiado in 

Kenya. They lived there for more than 25 years and on completion of their 

contract they returned back to N Ireland and set up this new charity in or-

der to continue some of the work they did while in Kenya. 
 

Water Drops aims to help people living in remote parts of Kajiado Diocese 

to have access to clean and fresh drinking water. Kajiado is described as a 

semi-desert area with very little rain in any given year. Last year – 2022 – 

there has been a very serious drought across the whole area. People raise 

cattle, sheep and goats as their livelihood and to see them dying in large 

numbers is not only heart breaking but also brings them to the brink of star-

vation and famine. 
 

Water Drops works alongside the 

Bishop of Kajiado – Rt Rev Gaddiel 

Lenini – to identify those communi-

ties that are struggling to find ac-

cess to clean water. Everybody 

needs water, we can’t live without 

it, and the Maasai people across 

Kajiado will take any water they 

can get because very often they 

have no choice – even though it 

may not be fresh and almost cer-

tainly contaminated. 
 

We use the minimum amount of technology for our water solutions so that 

on-going maintenance is easier and the project is sustainable into the fu-

ture. 
 

Fund raising is the key. We assure everybody that 100% of all funds raised 

for projects goes towards the implementation of the chosen project. Any 

excess funding from any given project is transferred on to the next project.

Background Information 
Mbirika is a small and re-

mote community situated 

on the floor of the Rift Val-

ley in southern Kenya. It is 

about 20km west from the 

nearest town Magadi and has a very 

harsh climate that makes survival a 

yearly challenge.  

Temperatures often exceed 

40C and there is very little veg-

etation or trees to be found. 

There are two rainy seasons, 

however they often fail com-

pletely or fall intermittingly with 

the maximum rainfall around 

300mm per year. There is no 

surface storage in the area for 

the rains so when the rains stop 

or fail families have to consider 

other options for their water so-

lutions. This usually involves having to travel long distances of up to 20km 

to the nearest water source and carrying it back in containers on donkeys 

or bicycles. There are approximately 50 villages (Bomas) in the area with 

each village containing up to three households. An average of 6 people 

live in each household meaning there are around 900 people around the 

area of Mbirika of which around a quarter are children under 10 years old. 

As the community of Mbirika developed, a church was built along with a 

Nursery School. Recently the church has also set up a Primary School.  
 

WATER DROPS aims to support this community and its aspirations for its chil-

dren.

2nd Corinthians 9:7) 

http://www.themothersunion.org/our-focus/helping-those-facing-adversity/relief-wor


Limited Use 
The use of the bells in the Cathedral is currently limited to the number of 

volunteer bell ringers who are available when required. Currently, there are 

five very loyal bell ringers who make themselves available when at all possi-

ble, but the numbers are not sufficient for the bells to be used to their full 

potential.  

The possibility of having the bells automated so that they would ring at the 

press of a button is being explored. It may be possible that a variety of ring-

ing programmes could be available to suit different occasions. Preliminary 

discussions have taken place with John Taylor and Company about the 

possibility of automating the chiming of the bells and the tower clock. They 

have indicated that this is possible and that this would not preclude the 

ability to ring the bells manually as at present. Messrs Taylors have been in-

vited to visit the cathedral, prepare a specification for an automatic chim-

ing system and give the cost of carrying out the work. A way forward will 

then be decided by the Select Vestry. 

History of the Cathedral Bells 
There has been a bell in the church tower from the time the church was 

first built. There are now ten bells in the cathedral tower, some of them of 

particular historical significance. In 1716, two bells were cast from cannons 

taken at the Battle of the Boyne. These were given to the Enniskilleners by 
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The Cathedral Bells 
Bells can play an important part in the life of a church. Their primary pur-

pose is to summon people to worship. They have also been rung over the 

years to indicate deaths, funerals, important events, weddings and other 

celebrations. They can also be used to welcome important visitors to the 

town or as a warning of some impending danger.

The Cathedral Bells 
given the names, ‘William’ and ‘Mary’. 

These bells were recast in 1828 into one 

large bell which bears the inscription: 

This bell was given by Government AD 

1716 and recast at the expense of the 

Parish of Enniskillen. The large bell on 

which the hours are struck was Present-

ed by William Willoughby, Earl of Ennis-

killen to his friends, the Inniskilling men, 

1841.   

Other bells were given by the Earl of Enniskillen, the Earl of Belmore, and Miss 

Hall of Inishmore Hall.  In 1935, Mrs 

A. F. Maude, Belgard Castle, 

County Dublin, presented a bell in 

memory of her husband, the late 

Captain A. F. Maude (a grandson 

of a former rector of Enniskillen). 

Mr John S. Dane of Kildare Ter-

race, London, also presented a 

bell in 1935 in memory of the late 

Mr James Whiteside Dane, who 

took a prominent part in advanc-

ing the parish church to the status 

of a cathedral. 
Major Works Required 
In 1934 a report indicated that major work was 

required on the bells when the oak bell frame 

had deteriorated. The firm of Messrs Taylor and 

Company was engaged, at a cost of £566, to fit 

a cast iron bell frame, to provide and recast 

two extra bells and also to fit an Ellacombe 

chime. This brought the number of bells to ten.  
Possibilities 
It is therefore appropriate that John Taylor and Company should be invited to 

explore the possibility of automating the bells so that they can ring out across 

the town to bring people to worship or to celebrate happy events like wed-

dings or, perhaps, to indicate a person’s final journey to their place of worship. 

The cost of automating the bells is not yet known but an early estimate is in the 

region of £18,000. A fund has been opened and some donations have al-

ready being made.

The Choir is based in South Belfast 

and rehearses and performs across 

Northern Ireland and beyond. This con-

cert entitled Music of Stillness features 

of a vast array of choral music spanning 

almost 500 years with an underlying 

theme of remembrance and promises 

to be an evening to be remembered. 

Proceeds will continue to support the 

on-going Cathedral Organ restoration.
