and to care for one another as we grow in faith. The resources available
to you during Lent are an invitation to continue to grow in faith:

+ Use the daily Bible Readings through Lent on the Lord’s Prayer.

¢+ Come to our Pilgrim course on ‘What is the Bible and how we
should read it.’

+ Attend our weekly Lenten Services on Wednesdays and Thursdays.

As the Body of Christ, we need to be deeply interconnected so that we
can encourage each other in faith; help each other persevere in the
face of challenges; broaden and deepen our understanding of the Chris-
tian life, so that we can live the Gospel more faithfully. The promise that
carries us from Christmas into Lent is that God changes hearts; that God
forgives; that God renews every aspect of our life. As one of our Collects
state:

‘Almighty God, in Christ you make all things new: transform the poverty of
our nature by the riches of your grace, and in the renewal of our live
make known your heavenly glory.’

Lent offers the invitation to return to God in a very deliberate way and be

transformed by His grace. For in the returning, we are healed and through
the healing we are renewed.

As Lent can be a time for a ‘fresh start’ and ‘new approach’ please make
every effort to attend church on Sundays and Mid-week, and if you have

not been out for while it would be a delight to see you!

But with the day be-

coming increasingly commercialised, how MthZI"U’l Sunda

many people are aware of its very different 3 5

originse Here are some of the traditions that

have shaped Mothering Sunday into the

celebration recognised today:

The Journey to the Mother Church -

In the 16th century, Mothering Sunday was less about mo’rhers and

more about church. Back then, people would make a journey to their

‘mother’ church once a year. This might have been their home church,

their nearest cathedral or a major parish church in a bigger town. The

service which took place at the ‘mother’ church symbolised the com-

ing together of families. This would have represented a significant jour-

ney for many.

A day off to visit Mother

Another fradition was to allow those working in the fields on wealthy

farms and estates in England to have the day off on the fourth Sunday

of Lent to visit their mothers and possibly go to church too. This was @

variation on the theme of visiting the 'mother' church and was a move

towards a more family focussed occasion. Before the days of cars and

roads, family get-togethers were far more rare, (and facetime was still a

long way off). In some ways this tradition is still alive today as grown up

children often visit their parents on mothering Sunday.

Traditions today

This Sunday, churches around the country will be sharing their own tra-

ditions, celebrating and giving thanks to the huge impact mothers have

on each of our lives. The main service on Mothering Sunday in churches

across the country is central to the life of the church. The church recog-

nises that the day may be difficult for some people and so it is common

place for services to include prayers for those who don't find the day

particularly easy. Families across the country will be preparing little pre-

sents and cards and in some churches flowers are blessed and handed

out during the main service. In St Macartin’s Cathedral we now have a

tradition of handing out a small plant to all the females present on the

day - so please come and worship as a family!

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Cathedral Bells and Cathedral Clock

Automation of the Cathedral bells
The new chiming system for the bells
has come in for great praise. It fook
John Taylor and Company’s techni-
cian, with assistance from Gareth
Latimer’s electrician and helper, just
over one week to complete the in-
stallation. Everything is now working
perfectly, including the clock which is
accurate to a second.

The clock strikes the hour and each
quarter, but is silent after Big Ben at
9.00pm until 2.00am. At 12 noon and
at 3.00pm, after the time has been
struck, there is a short medley of
hymns played on the bells. Currently, &
there are just under 30 hymns record-
ed on the system. This involved the
cathedral’'s  organist, Mr  Glenn
Moore, in the presence of Taylor's
technician, recording the hymn mu-
sic on a special ten key keyboard. In
time, many more hymns can be add-
ed to the repertoire.

An electrically powered
hammer on one of the

The hymns currently on the system include such popular hymns as:
‘Abide with me’; ‘Amazing Grace’; ‘Nearer my God to Thee’, and ‘Rock
of Ages'. The bells can be chimed for special occasions. For example, a
slow tolling bell can be rung in advance of the cortege arriving for a fu-
neral and then when the coffin is leaving the cathedral a hymn such as
‘The day thou gavest’ can be
played. Buftons on a fob in the
possession of the Caretaker or
Dean can initiate this process.

This installation results in the bells
and clock mechanisms being
updated using the very latest
technology. It should be noted
that the bells can still be rung
manually as before.

This has been a costly develop-
ment and generous donations
have been received towards if.
However, there still remains a sig-
nificant deficit in this account
and any further donations would
be most welcome.
